Members of Northgate High School and Dereham Sixth Form College’s Earth Summit Team joined

forces on 12" October to take part in a much-anticipated Virtual Earth Summit. They were joined

by students from four UK schools and two schools in Sweden. Prior to the summit, teams created

their own action plans focussing on small goals they wanted to achieve. These goals ranged from
educating others on climate change and making better environmental choices, completing litter
picks and creating green spaces to planting trees and launching gardening clubs. The aim of part
of the day was to present how each team was doing with their project goals but also to inspire

each other further moving forward.

Northgate and Dereham Sixth Form’s team had a number of goals which included a focus on their
recycling schemes and getting the community involved, raising awareness with a social media
campaign, planting trees, upcycling filing cabinets into planters and reducing the paper waste at
school. They wanted actions that lots of people could get involved in, with everyone feeling they
can contribute in some way. They also wanted to educate and influence others through the use
of social media as well as changing mind sets — change comes through small actions.

Miss Theobald, School Council Coordinator said, ‘attending the virtual earth summit was a great
opportunity for our students. They are passionate about doing their bit for the environment and
were excited to share their progress with the other schools. It was really inspiring to hear about
the projects in the other schools and know that we are part of something bigger. We know it is

not just about educating people, but taking action that is important as well. We hope that some
